All submissions will be blind peer-reviewed. 

 

Abstracts selected for paper presentation and poster presentation will be made available on 

the conference website and will be published in the Book of Abstracts (with ISSN). 

Authors whose abstract has been selected for paper presentation should send us the full paper 

by 28 June 2014 (between 2000 and 7000 words) to be uploaded on the conference website 

and made available to all registered participants (via a password).  

Authors who have had their full conference paper posted on the conference website will be 

invited to submit the paper to the academic journal Dos Algarves: a Multidisciplinary e-

Journal for possible publication. 

Accepted abstracts will be allotted 20 minutes for presentation of the paper and 10 minutes 

for discussion. Papers will be presented in sessions moderated by experts in the respective 

topic of the panel.  

There will be a poster session on the day of the conference.  

Two plenary sessions dedicated to the following topics (Guest speakers to be announced 

shortly): 

Morning plenary session: Research Projects Design and Management. 

Afternoon plenary session: «How to Publish Scientific Research». This session will include a 

Q&A panel.

of the Algarve, Campus da Penha, Faro, on 11th July 2014.
