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SHU now provide four modules for incoming exchange students---Module of Chinese Language,
Module of Major Courses Taught in English (Business related), Module of Credit Courses Taught in
English (DBIC), and Module of Major Courses Taught in Chinese for bachelor students.In
addition,the Module of Major Courses Taught in Chinese for bachelor students is currently not

open.The nominated students need to make sure that the modules you choose are accepted by your

home University. Note that only one module can be taken to avoid the conflicted timetable.

The entry policy is subject to notifications from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of China and the
National Immigration Administration of China. Foreign students should not come to SHU without
receiving notice from SHU.
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The incoming students will join in the Intensive Chinese Program with other international students to
enhance Chinese skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing, as well as China-related
knowledge through lectures for HSK examination, Chinese calligraphy, Chinese songs and overview
of China. Five levels are available which can start from Level A (beginner) to advanced level E, 18

weeks in total.
