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1 INTRODUCCION

En este documento se describe la actividad desarrollada por la Oficina de Proyectos

Europeos de Vicerrectorado de Investigacion de la UPV/EHU' en 2014.

El afio 2014 es un aio de transicion desde el Séptimo Programa Marco (7PM)** de la
Unién Europea (2007 a 2013) al que seria octavo Programa Marco (2014-2020),
denominado Horizonte 2020 (H2020)*. Durante 2014 se han iniciado proyectos
pertenecientes al 7TPM (procedentes de convocatorias de 2012 y 2013), que son
presentados en el apartado 3, y se han solicitado nuevos proyectos a convocatorias
de 2014 de H2020, presentados en el apartado 2. Los primeros proyectos de H2020

concedidos’ (que comenzaran en 2015) se presentan en el apartado 4.

Todos los proyectos conseguidos por la UPV/EHU en el TPM han comenzado ya por
lo que en el apartado 5 se presentan los resultados definitivos de la UPV/EHU en

dicho Programa Marco.

Aunque la actividad principal de la Oficina de Proyectos Europeos esta ligada a los
proyectos de los programas marco de la Union Europea (TPM y H2020), a lo largo del
documento se presentan también indicadores de la participacion de la UPV/EHU en

otros programas europeos o internacionales no incluidos en los mismos.
